The information you submit will be used in two ways:
1) As part of the packet provided to the Continuum of Care (CoC) Review Committee to determine your ranking in the 2007 Project Priorities; and

2) By MDHI to compile Exhibits I and II of our CoC SuperNOFA application to HUD.

When is it due? 
All proposal materials must be received by MDHI before Noon, April 27, 2007. at the reception desk of Mile High United Way, 2505 18th Street, Denver CO 80211.
